Akira’s Mask
Akira, a being with the ability 
to stare right into the eyes of 
the sun. They see for miles, no 
matter how small or big 
something is, Akira can see it. 
Named by some the “all seeing 
one”, its said they can even see 
your deepest secrets, hiding 
away in the back of your mind.



Akira’s Cape
Akira wears a short deep 
cape, its collar wrapped 
around the bottom of 
their head. Its tied with a 
gold metal rod, 
resembling Akira’s 
glasses, which cover their 
mask as well.



Arctic Mask
An ancient mask of the Snow 
peak aqueduct, worn by sub 
zero angels. Arctira, the leader 
of the clan moved to the sky 
domain when the great purge 
occurred, along with many 
other sub zero angels. The 
Snow peak aqueduct was one 
of the less affected by the 
purge, but it became rouge 
and there was no longer a safe 
place to go afterwards for the 
snow angels.



Arctira’s Wings
Artira, leader of the 
Snow peak aqueduct 
clan has wings of 
ice, sharp as the 
blade of a million 
samurai.



The Angels Arsonist is a 
mysterious sun domain 
criminal. They’ve been 
known to commonly burn 
down structures not in the 
sun domain but the shadow 
domain. Their mask 
consists of no eyes with two 
large blue and teal horns, 
branching off of an orange 
and brown base.

Arsonist’s Mask



The halo of the Angels 
Arsonist is charged with 
the blue flame that the 
Arsonist uses to easily 
burn down anything. Its 
temperature is so hot 
that if anything were to 
touch it, other then the 
Arsonist itself, it was to 
burst into ashes right 
where it stood.

Arsonist’s Halo



An ancient  being by the 
name of Bedisha. Some 
may say it was a myth, 
some say it was a legend, 
but others had the blessing 
to know this magical being 
personally before they went 
missing decades ago. Still, 
angels today have hopes of 
Bedisha returning to the 
sky’s domain once again.

Bedisha’s Mask



An old type of cape, only 
given to the eldest of sky 
angels. Capes are no longer 
hooded in present day, but 
what makes the cape 
especially special is that it 
has been sewn by hand, 
pieced together by the 
threads of light.

Bedisha’s Cape



Ruler of the arachnids, 
Emy wears the mask of 
the black widow. Sleek 
and mysterious, this 
mask will intimidate 
anyone who threatens 
the throne.

A rounded arachnids 
back as a cape, threaded 
with the blood red silk of 
the black widow. An 
hourglass sits on the back 
as well.

Black Widow’s Cape



A mask common in festivals or 
celebrations, worn in worship 
of the sun. Every ten years 
angels all over the sun domain 
celebrate the rising sun on 
march 20, the first day of 
spring. Bright warm colors are 
scattered all over the islands 
and festivities are every which 
way. 

Worn in pair with a matching 
sunrise cape.

Worn often along with the 
mask of the rising sun.

Cape of the Rising Sun



Cyve, keeper of the future and 
the past. Its mask is split in two, 
the left resembling the past, 
shards which show memories of 
time scattered in the lost shape 
of what the mask used to be. The 
right resembling the future, 
shows and simple white mask lit 
up by pure light shining through 
the crevices. Cyve is commonly 
known for its wisdom though, 
often sharing its thoughts 
instead of telling time itself.

Cyve’s Mask



Not ideal for flying, but 
majestic nonetheless. Four 
identical wings connect in 
the middle, all having two 
small circles of light shining 
through the feathers. The 
bottom two shatter into 
small shards of memories 
from the past, resembling the 
left side of the mask. The top 
two are the biggest, perfectly 
intact, resembling the right 
side of the mask.

Cyve’s Wings



Dark Pyro, a descendant 
of the LK, seen soaring 
around in the sky domain 
at night, weaving through 
the stars. Dark purple 
smoke billows out of the 
main mask, its eyes filled 
with emptiness of space 
itself.

Dark Pyro’s Mask



A halo of dark purple 
flames, gravitating 
towards the inner middle. 
The gravitational force 
was granted by Dark 
Pyros brother, Oculus, 
both sons of the LK and 
beholders of hypnosis.

Dark Pyro’s Flame Halo



Mask of the ancient sky 
domain being, Illumi. 
She roams the sky’s 
oceans with a shark like 
mask. Friendly and 
kind, but if she is 
wronged revenge is 
imminent.

Illumi’s Mask



A cape made for the 
under water, light and 
thin so it's easier to 
maneuver through the 
sky’s ocean.

Illumi’s Fins



No one knows where this 
type of mask came from, 
what its origins are, or who 
created it, but it is rumored 
to have come from the 
desert colossus. It shows a 
cobra like head as the 
shape with a jade charm 
held up by deep green felt. 
The eyes are also the same 
jade green as the charm.

Jade Snake Mask



Simple wings, found 
alongside the jade snake 
mask. These wings also 
have the same green 
colors, the back showing 
a pattern similar to the 
back of a king cobra’s 
head. Originally from the 
desert colossus.

Jade Snake Wings



Angels who possess the 
power of moths have great 
responsibility. Unfortunately 
moth angels have died out, 
due to the lack of need for 
night watchers in the sky 
domain. Now, only one moth 
angel remains, Alphonse. 
They can be spotted drifting 
in the midnight wind atop 
the clouds of the sun domain, 
and you’ll be lucky if you 
can catch up.

Mask of Moths



Wings of the last living moth 
angel, Alphonse. Two eyes sit 
in the middle where the crease 
is, ribbon like strands coming 
out of them. Due to these 
wings being so big, anyone 
who dares lift off into the sky 
with them other then moth 
angels themselves wouldn’t be 
able to control them because of 
the high speeds that build up 
with each and every flutter 
through the sky.

Wings of Moths



Samurai of the sky domain were 
once guardians of what used to 
be ruler of it all. During the 
great purge, when many masks 
and wings were set ablaze as a 
warning from a mysterious 
group of angel rebels, a great 
deal of samurai angels were lost 
from the fighting. Only a few 
live, but have retired their days 
of guard work. One still wears 
the mask though. David, the red 
samurai stands tall on the peak 
of the sky domain, watching over 
all, batting any threat away.

Mask of the Samurai



During the purge David survived, but 
at a cost. His wings were struck down 
by an angel rebel, cousin them to 
shatter on the ground into pieces so 
small you could barely see them at all 
in the tall grass. It caused the small 
island to shake with disturbance, 
making the few left shards fall off into 
the void below. Like that, David was 
deemed a wingless angel. Although 
the unfortunate circumstances, David 
flew anyways, blooming with 
perseverance. The last few shards 
David could save stay with him while 
he guards the sky domain as a 
reminder to keep going and to never 
(gonna) give (you) up.

Ethereal, dragon of the sun 
is a dragonborn vessel, half 
dragon and half human. 
This is the reason why it is 
still a human type vessel. 
Ethereal soars with 
elegancy, but don’t be 
tricked, Ethereal can also 
be very destructive if 
wronged.

Every year, vessels of the 
bees called beekeepers, 
would work together to 
spread spring in the sun 
domain. Special beekeepers 
would get Sunflower masks, 
which were a sign of 
authority. Only a few of 
these masks have been 
awarded to vessels, the first 
one was given to Tom, 
deeming them keeper of the 
bees.

Mask of the Sunflower



Along with the first 
sunflower mask, Tom 
was awarded a unique 
pair of wings which 
were made to look like 
a bee’s wings. These 
wings were only given 
to Tom though, and no 
other wings like these 
were given away.

Wings of the Beekeepers



Mite’s Mask
Father of the insects, 
Smelly, beholds this 
mask. Its form is made of 
a deep blue gradient 
circle mask with larger 
lighter blue eyes on either 
side. Two light shaded 
blue antennas sprout 
from the top as well.



Mite’s Wings
Father of the insects, 
Smelly, wears a large 
pair of dragonfly wings. 
Their colors consist of 
the same colors as the 
mites mask, being 
shades of dark and light 
blues.



Chionel, an Angels Chosen 
who once found theirself 
between the moon and 
ocean domain, gained a 
rare power to control the 
tides like the moon itself. 
Their mask is a deep and 
light blue gradient with 
two moons sitting on the 
forehead of the mask.

Moon’s Tides Mask



Chionel’s halo is a unique 
one for sure. When Chionel 
first gained their power of 
the moon’s tides, they wore 
a blue simple halo. Their 
halo then began sprouting 
with water stream, which 
flowed like wings on the 
top of the halo.

Moon’s Tides Halo



The mask of Ocoulus, an 
ancient being said to have 
been created by the Lore 
Keeper. Their job was to 
keep the balance of 
gravity in peace, riding 
the world of any 
instability that stepped in 
its path.

Wings of the ancient 
being, Ocoulus, child of 
the Lore Keeper. Its 
wings were said to have 
been three spinning 
clocks or halos, layered 
in-between each other.

Opatzo, the master of trickery. 
Known for wearing a friendly 
looking mask, but underneath 
a nightmare awaits. Like to 
strike up a deal with anyone 
who doesn’t know it by name, 
leading their fate down a path 
of dread. Choose your cards 
wisely when dealing with a 
being like this, because you 
never really know if you’re 
aware of what's happening...

Opatzo’s Mask



Opatzo wears a normal 
looking cape, but under the 
cuteness of it, evil lies. The 
cape is commonly called 
“resting beast” because when 
its opened in front of an 
unknowing angel, it can cast a 
trance on them to forget their 
morals. This makes it easy for 
opatzo to make unfair deals 
that anyone would pass on. 
There’s mare threats in the 
sun domain then expected.

Opatzo’s Cape



Zjiq, the pearl deer is 
an ancient descendant 
of the souldeer. The 
crystals the mask is 
made of were 
harvested from the 
caves of light, the only 
place in the shadow 
domain where light 
can reach.

Pearldeer Mask



The wings of the 
Pearldeer are very 
sharp, but heavy. The 
crystals they’re made 
of is the heaviest of its 
kind, so it doesn’t 
allow for much 
mobility.

Pearldeer’s Wings



An angel who simply goes 
by the name of Bag wears 
a special mask in which is 
seal the identity of 
whoever beholds it. Some 
may say it was a curse 
that Bag ever put the 
mask on in the first place, 
but some say its a genius 
way to stay hidden in the 
light of day.

Sealing Mask



A cape similar to 
Bedisha’s cape, both 
having the iconic sewn 
hood and patterns. The 
sealing hood is also 
special like the mask 
though, capable of 
hiding the identity of 
anyone who wears it.

Sealing Hood



A sign of authority, 
angels who wear this 
mask have many 
responsibilities. The 
two arrows resemble 
the balance between 
them and the rest of 
the angels.

Mask of Equality



Not always worn 
alongside the mask, 
these wings show the 
balance in forces, 
and resemble 
equality over all of 
the sun domain.

Wings of Equality



(Inspired by the last prism 
from terraria) This mask is 
worn by the shapeshifters of 
light. It is so reflective, that 
most of the time, it appears 
to be only white, showing its 
colors when the light is 
pointed in a specific angle.

Made of crystals found in the 
cavern of light, The only 
place in the domain of 
darkness that light reaches.

Mask of Prisms



Wings worn by the 
shapeshifters of light, 
these crystals are 
found in the caves of 
light, the only place 
in the domain of 
darkness where light 
can reach.

Wings of Prisms



Fueled with dark 
energy, this mask is 
for the angels of the 
darkness. Putting it 
on would result in 
disloyalty to the sun 
domain. Common in 
Sid’s servants.

Wings of the dark 
ones, worn by Sid’s 
servants along side 
with the mask of the 
dark angels.

Wings of the Dark Ones



An ancient tradition in 
masks, worn by fallen 
angels. This mask is based 
off of the Japanese art 
“Kintsugi” (Golden Joinery). 
It resembles embracing one's 
flaws and making them 
beautiful.

A crack runs through this 
simple white mask, but it's 
repaired with gold so its 
beauty can shine through.

The Mask of the Fallen



An ancient tradition in masks, 
worn by fallen angels. This 
mask is based off of the 
Japanese art “Kintsugi” 
(Golden Joinery). It resembles 
embracing one's flaws and 
making them beautiful.

This halo is split, but the 
shards are held together by the 
glowing force, which is also 
how it stays afloat on an angels 
back.

Wings of the Fallen



Similar to the 
flamingo mask, the 
fox mask is a 
replication of the 
fox. Cute and sleek, 
this mask is for the 
animal loving 
angels. 

The Fox Mask



In pair with the fox 
mask, this cape 
consists of three fox 
tails, which share 
the same blue and 
white color scheme 
as the fox mask.

Cape of the Fox



Far into the north of the 
domain of darkness, a tribe 
of crimson darks inhabit. 
They get their name from 
the red crimson on their 
masks, the color coming 
from the crimson waterfall 
and river. They are known 
to be very dangerous, but 
polite to new and peaceful 
travelers passing by.

Mask of the Dark Crimson



An ancient sun domain 
tribe mask, worn by Rio 
angels. Its colors come 
from the pink dolphins 
color, some of the only 
animals that can roam 
the sun domain and 
aren’t vessels of some 
type.
